The programme provides the opportunity to meet,
formally and informally, distributors, broadcasters, sales agents and consultants who can
offer confidential advice on everything, from legal matters to strategies for raising money.

Crossroads aims at a strong selection of projects from the Mediterranean and the Balkans,
giving the producers the opportunity to present their ideas to a number of potential
partners during 3-day event in Thessaloniki.
